	Pre-lesson:-

2. Flash letter cards (A-Z), pupils say the letter and do related actions (e.g., C for catch, R for run).
Lesson development:-
3. Use flashcards or a short video to show and teach free time activities.
4. Say each word clearly and ask pupils to repeat.
5. Emphasise the starting letter of each activity (e.g., P for play)
6. Pupils match pictures of free time activities to simple sentences (e.g., “I like to play ball.” à picture of children playing football
7. Teacher guides pupils to underline the main word and identify the starting letter.

Post-lesson: -
8. Pupils draw their favourite free time activity and write one simple sentences (e.g., I like to draw pictures.)
9. Teacher supports sentence building using a sentence frame on the board.
